ENLIVENING DAKWAH
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Let us increase our righteousness to Allah the Almighty by doing
all that He prescribes and leaving all that He prohibits. May we be
blessed by Him in this life and the hereafter.

Dear brothers and sisters,

Dakwah (preaching) is an obligation to invite people to believe in
Allah the Almighty and command to do good and prohibition from doing
evil. Allah the Almighty says in chapter 3 (surah Ali Imran) verse 104:
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Which means: “And let there be [arising] from you a nation
inviting to [all that is] good, enjoining what is right and forbidding
what is wrong and those will be the successful.

Dakwah is a noble practice when compared to other practices.
Allah the Almighty says in chapter 41 (surah Fussilat) verse 33:

Which means: “And who is better in speech than one who invites
to Allah and does righteousness and says, "Indeed, | am of the
Muslims."

The prophet (pbuh) explained the advantage of those who do dakwah in a
hadith narrated by Imam Muslim:
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Which means: “Whoever is able to lead a person to guidance then

he will get a reward like the reward of those who follow him
without deducting the slightest from their reward. ”

Dakwah efforts must be done in a collaborative manner with the
participation and commitment of all parties which involves individuals,
families, communities and the government. Let us call upon and invite
others especially our own family members to enliven the mosques. It is
sad to note that there are some mosques whose congregation has not
increased since they were first built. Do not just blame the younger
generation for not going to mosques while their own parents do not
beckon them for congregational prayers at the mosques.

Allah the Almighty says in chapter 16 (surah al-Nahl) verse 125:
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Which means: “Invite to the way of your Lord with wisdom and
good instruction, and argue with them in a way that is best. Indeed,

your Lord is most knowing of who has strayed from His way, and

He is most knowing of who is [rightly] guided.”
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
