Dear brothers and sisters,

Ramadan is a month full of blessings; overflowing with mercy and
forgiveness from Allah the Almighty. Every deed of worship is rewarded
with a reward that is many times more than the usual reward. We are

encouraged to increase optional deeds (amalan sunat) so that we become
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among the righteous and our sins are forgiven. The Prophet (pbuh) said in a

hadith narrated by Imam al-Muslim;

Which means: Every (good) deed of the son of Adam would be
multiplied, a good deed receiving a tenfold to seven hundredfold
reward. Allah, the Exalted and Majestic, has said: With the exception
of fasting, for it is done for Me and | will give a reward for it, for one
abandons his passion and food for My sake. There are two occasions
of joy for one who fasts, joy when he breaks it, and joy when he meets
his Lord, and the breath (of an observer of fast) is sweeter to Allah

than the fragrance of musk.

Among the practices demanded in the month of Ramadan is to
perform tarawih prayers up to 20 rakaats followed by witr prayers of 3
rakaats as the final gaul according to the as-Shafie sect (mazhab), tahajud
prayers, rawatib prayers and others. In addition, we are also encouraged to
increase zikr, give alms and recite the Qur'an. Encouragement to read the
Qur'an is not only limited to reciting the quran together (tadarus), but also to

reflect (Tadabbur) upon every meaning of the verses of the Qur'an.



Dear brothers and sisters,

Let us increase all deeds of worship in this month of Ramadan
because we can never be sure that we will meet the coming Ramadan.

Allah the Almighty says in chapter 103 (surah al-Asr) verses 1-3:
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Which means: “By the ‘passage of” time! Surely humanity is in
